1. What does the term population mean?

2. Find the population of 10 different countries. 

3. Plot the populations of the 10 countries on a bar graph
(extra points if this is done on a computer!). Make sure you include a title and label the axis. 
4. Describe the graph (see the help box to find out how to
 do this).

Section 2. Birth and Death Rates

Birth rates are expressed as the number of babies born 
per 1000 people in an area. For example the birth rate in 
the UK is 14. This means that for every 1000 people 14 
babies are born every year. 

Death rates are expressed as the number of people who die per 1000 people in an area. For example the death rate in the UK is 12. This means that for every 1000 people 12 people die every year.
1. Find the birth rates of 10 different countries. Present you findings in a table.

2. Find the death rates for the same countries. Present your findings as above.

3. Why do poor countries (Less Economically Developed Countries) have higher birth rates than rich countries (More Economically Developed Countries)?
4. Why do poor countries (Less Economically Developed Countries) have higher death rates than rich countries (More Economically Developed Countries)?
Section 3. Population Density

1. Why are some areas densely populated (have many people living there [crowded]?

2. Why are some areas sparsely populated (have few people living there)?
